Receptive:

Identification – Show three pictures.  Use one complement, and one non-complement.  Ask, “Which picture shows _________?”  For example, “Which picture shows “are flying?”  


Expressive:

Correcting incorrect use – Say, “I’ll say a sentence with an incorrect helping verb.  I want you to tell me how you should say this sentence.

For example, “You is hungry,” or “She do have red hair.”

Use -  I’ll give you one word at a time.  Use each word in a sentence.  For example, “Use the word ‘be’ in a sentence.”

Jefferson will comprehend age appropriate helping verbs, such as am, are, is, etc., in sentences.

Robert will produce age appropriate helping verbs in sentences.

Ulysses will produce and comprehend sentences with two word auxiliary verb combinations, such as will be, has been, will have, etc.

Category Puzzle – Glue to hard surface, such as construction paper or cardboard.  Cut out pieces and instruct student to put back together.  Create other puzzles at student’s individual level to take home.

Hidden Word Picture/ Sentence Drop - Send with student with homework or complete with instructor for extra practice.
