Receptive
Identification:  Show picture with two foils – one similar and one different.  Ask, “Which one shows ______?”  For example, Which one shows, “He gave her a hand?”  Draw your own if you’d like, or use commercially available pictures.

Expressive

Use the idiom in a sentence.  For example, ask, “Use the idiom

‘Down the drain’ in a sentence.’”

Define: Ask what the idiom means.  For example, ask, “What does ‘give a hand’ mean?” 
Jane will identify a picture depicting basic spoken idioms (e.g. figure it out, never mind, etc.) with two foils with 80% accuracy.
