Example Statements
Provide different toys to students in

Receptive:  Use pictures or objects in the environment.

Identification – Ask questions requiring identification of negatives near

student’s level.  For example, ask, “Which one isn’t running?”  or “Which ones couldn’t be eaten?”  Use two foils.

Expressive:  

Use negatives in structured sentences:  Ask questions providing structure, requiring sentences with negatives.  For example, “Tell me in a sentence which one isn’t round:  a circle or a rectangle.”

Use negatives in sentences:  Instruct student to use negatives and negative phrases in sentences.  For example, “use the word can’t in a sentence.”  or “Use the words shouldn’t have been in a sentence.”

Geronimo will correctly identify negatives used in age appropriate sentences when presented with foils, e.g. “Which dog isn’t barking?”

Pocahontas will follow age appropriate directions with negatives, e.g. “Don’t open your book until I tell you to.”

Sitting Bull will use age appropriate negatives and negative phrases (e.g. shouldn’t have, couldn’t be) in sentences.


Create a short list of negatives and/or negative phrases at student’s level.  Send home with instructions to use in sentences with a helper.  Require parent (or other helper) signature for parental involvement opportunity.
