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Choices – Ask questions with choices at student’s level.  Require answers only for auditory comprehension practice, or require that answers be given in sentence form for expressive practice.
Basic Negation





What doesn’t have a long neck; a giraffe or a dog?


Which objects don’t have legs; chairs or helmets?


What can’t be spoken into; telephones or pencils?


Which body parts aren’t bendable; elbows or foreheads?


Which animal isn’t a reptile; a dolphin or a lizard?


Which shape doesn’t have angles; an oval or a rectangle?


Which animals don’t have tails; monkeys or insects?


What object hasn’t got directions; a map or a photo?





Complex Negation





Which one can’t be used as a symbol; a flag or an emotion?


What shouldn’t be used to pound a nail; a bottle or a hammer?


What will never be seen on the moon; a flag or the Statue of Liberty?


What wouldn’t have been used in the Middle Ages; a sword or a telescope?


Which one might not be a state next century; Hawaii or Puerto Rico?


Which one wouldn’t make a good sandwich ingredient; water or mustard?


Which ones haven’t been in orbit; ballerinas or astronauts?


Which ones hadn’t been seen by the Pilgrims; Native Americans or infants?

What did I write?





Give incorrect cues to help students guess a word that the instructor has written down.  This activity can be cooperative or competitive.


For example,  Target:  cat


Instructor:  “This has four legs.  Is it a bird?  No, a bird doesn’t have four legs.  This animal can scratch you.  Is it a fish?  No, a fish can’t scratch you.  This animal meows.  Is it a dog?”  etc.


Other examples:


Target:  ruler


Instructor:  “This has numbers.  Is it a cloud?  It measures.  Is it a tree?” etc.


Target:  The Pacific Ocean


Instructor:  “This has a large volume of water.  Is it a creek?” etc.


Target:  pioneer


Instructor:  “These people settled the frontier.  Are they the Vikings?” etc.
