Receptive
Identification – Use three pictures; a target, a related foil, and an unrelated foil.  Ask, “Which picture shows _______?” Fill in the blank with target plural.  For example, “Which picture shows pumpkins?”


Expressive
Labeling – Show mixed plural and singular pictures.  Require that the student label the pictures using correct plural markers.

Use in sentence – Require that student use various age appropriate plurals in sentences.  For example, say, “Use the word ’months’ in a sentence.
John will use plural ending when labeling age appropriate plurals with /s/, /z/, and /((/ endings (for example, hats, dogs, and bushes).

Paul will correctly identify singular and plural pictures with varied regular plurals (e.g. hats, pens, bushes, etc.) with two foils.

Yoko will use varied curriculum relevant plurals with correct plural ending (for example, months, words, sentences, etc.) in sentences.

Create a list of irregular past tense verbs at student’s level.  Send home with instructions to use in sentences in exchange for individualized incentive.  Require parent signature for parental involvement opportunity.



Hidden Word Picture – Instruct the student to color each plural to discover the hidden picture.  Remind student that not all words that end in “s” are plural.  Use highlighters or crayons for added variety.








Sentence Maze – Send with student with homework or complete with instructor for extra practice.  Require parent signature to provide opportunity for parental involvement.
