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Additional Practice


Receptive:  Use oral situations, with visual cues as necessary.  (Record use of cues on data sheet.)
Identify correct and incorrect responses to varied situations.  Present different situations with different responses.  The student is instructed to state “right” or “wrong.”  For example,
Instructor:  “You can’t find what you need in a store.  A store employee asks, “Can I help you?”  You say, “Yes, I’m looking for the light bulbs.”

Student:  “That’s right.”

Expressive:  Use oral situations, with visual cues as necessary.  (Make sure to record use of cues on data sheet.)

Describe correct responses to varied situations.  Present different situations.  Instruct student to provide an appropriate response.  For example,

Instructor:  “What would you say if you wanted your friend to help you lift a heavy box?”
Student:  “Can you please help me lift this heavy box?”

Joshua will comprehend and form appropriate responses with personal information, such as name, age, school, city, teachers’ names, etc.

Bryce will comprehend and form age appropriate social language responses, such as expressing regret, forming compliments, offering explanations, etc.

Theodore will comprehend and use common types of implication, including sarcasm, understatement, and ambiguity. 

Discuss what to say or when to say it in the following additional situations.





Personal Information





What do you say  if you feel thirsty?   How would you tell somebody what you did at school?  When would you tell somebody how old you are?  How do you tell somebody that you’re sick?





Common Responses





What do you say when you bump into someone?  How would you tell your little brother that he’s making too much noise?  How would you tell a friend that he’s wrong about a homework assignment?  What do you say if you need some help finding something at a store?





Less Common Responses





What do you say if you need to interrupt a conversation?  What should you say to somebody who wins a prize?  How would you tell your uncle that you accidentally broke his saw?  What do you say when you want some privacy?  How would you tell your best friend that you don’t like his/her new outfit?  What if your teacher asked if you like her new outfit?
