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Ideas
Say this:  Pronouns are (usually) little words that you can use instead of nouns if you want.  Once you learn them, they can make talking easier.  For example, here are two ways of the saying the same thing:
State as an example:

1)  Jonathon has a dog named Elizabeth.  The dog of Jonathon is very large.  Elizabeth likes to chew the shoes of Jonathon and scratch the tail of Elizabeth.  Elizabeth’s favorite game is fetch.  Jonathon and Elizabeth always have fun when Jonathon and Elizabeth play fetch.
2)  Jonathon has a dog named Elizabeth.  His dog is very large.  She likes to chew his shoes, and scratch her tail.  Her favorite game is fetch.  Jonathon and Elizabeth always have fun when they play fetch.

Say:  The second example is easier and sounds better.
Add, if possible:  Some pronouns talk about boys and men, others talk about girls and women, while other talk about groups of people.
Discuss only one pronoun type (e.g. personal, possessive, etc.) at a time, to avoid confusion.

Write more examples of pronouns on the board.  Write all of the type being discussed, if possible.

Quick Drill
Instruct student to repeat short phrase with pronoun.  Point to picture or object corresponding to each phrase.  Use any cues necessary, such as writing sentences, so that student can orally state each phrase with near 100% accuracy.  Complete 15 or 20 sentences with near 100% accuracy.
