
Similarities and Differences
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Additional Practice
Receptive:  Use pictures or objects in environment.
Identification of similarities – Show three pictures; two with a similarity and a foil.  Ask, “Which two of these ________?”  For example, “Which two of these can be opened?”



                     Identification of Differences


Identification of differences – Show three pictures; two with a specific difference, and one foil.  Ask about the difference.  For example, “Which one has a doorknob, and which one has a pane?”
Expressive:  Use common objects.
Label one similarity and/or one difference – Ask for one similarity and/or one difference.  For example, “How are a butterfly and a ladybug alike?”  or “How are a telescope and a microscope different?” or “Tell me how a giraffe and an elephant are alike, and how they’re different.”
Cher will identify two functional words that are similar, when given a similarity and foils.  For example, “Which two of these play music?”  

Bono will label one similarity and/or one difference between two age appropriate words.  For example, “How are a comma and a period alike?’

Madonna will label one similarity and one difference between two curriculum relevant vocabulary words.  For example, “Tell me how thunder and lightning are alike, and how they’re different.”

Create a list of similarities, differences, analogies, and/or items to be compared and contrasted.  Send home with instructions to complete for individualized extra incentive.  Require parent signature to provide opportunity for parental involvement.
Sentence Maze – Send with student with homework or complete with instructor for extra practice.  Require parent signature to provide opportunity for parental involvement.
