Possessive Pronoun Activity

Directions – Write student’s name on “me” blanks.  Write names of known people on other blanks.  On small pieces of paper write phrases with possessive pronouns, such as “my pencil,” “his pencil,” “their pencil,” “theirs,” etc.  Student turns over papers one at a time, and tries to cross off each picture within an alloted time frame. 
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
